
Eli judged Israel 40 yrs.  He was 
98 yrs old when he died. 1 Sam 
4:15, 18 

Samuel judged Israel during the 45 
yrs between Eli’s death and Saul’s 
anointing as King (based on Edgar 
chronology table for the Period of 

the Judges).  

Saul reigned for 40 yrs.  We do 
not know his age when he 

died. 

David reigned for 40 yrs.  We 
do not know his age when he 

died. 

1 Sam 7:15 notes that Samuel 
judged Israel all the days of his 

life.  The period after Saul’s 
anointing is not included in the 

Period of the Judges though.  
We do not know Samuel’s age 

when he died. 

R5626:1 sug-
gests this 

was a 20 year 
period. 

1 Sam 3       
19-21 

There is no date for David’s 
birth or his age when he was 

anointed to be King by Samuel 
or when he actually began to 

reign at Saul’s death. 

There is no date for Saul’s birth or 
his age when he was anointed to 
be King by Samuel thus beginning 

the Period of the Kings. 
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R5627:1  suggests Samuel would 
have been instructing the people 
and this brought about the refor-
mation at the end of the 20 yrs.   

Samuel continued to Judge Israel 
from his home in Ramah and as a 

circuit Judge.  He setup up his Sons 
as Judges also.  1 Sam 7:16-17, 8:1  

There is no 
date for Sam-
uel’s birth or 
his age when 

he was 
brought to 

Eli.  

R3114:6 sug-
gests 10-12 
yrs of age. 

The Ark was 7 
months with 

the Philistines 
and  20 yrs at  
Kirjathjearim.  

1 Sam 6:1, 7:2 
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
