Paragraphs 1-4 
1. Why would a Christian be interested in the Jewish Passover season?
2. In general, why do millions of professed Christians and Jews not see the true significance of the Passover?
3. In general, why have most Jews continued to celebrate the Passover?
4. What are some reasonable questions that should come to mind though as to the true meaning of this celebration?

Paragraphs 5-7 - FIRST-FRUITS AND AFTER-FRUITS
5. Summarize the fundamental understanding that enables one to see the true meaning. (Cite scriptures to support your answer)

6. How do the scriptures describe to the class that receives this understanding now?  Also, what do these expressions imply?

7. Does the Passover type indicate the saving of others in addition to the Church?  If so, how?
Paragraphs 8-12 - RESPONSIBILITY OF THE FIRST-BORNS
8. What of the Passover type do the followers of Christ celebrate and why?
9. In what sense are such being spared, passed over, during the present Age?

10.  What did all members of this class have to do in order to be “behind the blood of sprinkling”?

11.  What would it mean for any of this class to “go forth from under the blood”?
12.  What is the antitype of the Passover night and next morning?

Paragraphs 13-15 - JESUS OUR PASSOVER LAMB
13.  What do we learn from 1 Cor. 5:7-8 relative to this study? 
14.  Explain therefore the antitypical significance of:

a. Partaking of the Lamb

b. Eating the unleavened bread

c. Eating the bitter herbs
d. As pilgrims, staff in hand, girded for a journey

15.  How did our Lord’s statement in Luke 22:15-20 fully identify him with the Passover Lamb?  

Paragraphs 16-21 - PRIMARY SIGNIFICATION OF THE BREAD AND THE CUP
16.  Recall the circumstances of the first Memorial and explain Br. Russell’s sentiment: “How precious are these thoughts to those who are rightly in tune with our Lord!”
17.  Explain our Lord’s presentation of the bread and him saying “Take, eat; this is My body.”  

18.  Explain why this could have no reference to his prehuman existence.

19.  What does symbolically eating our Lord’s flesh actually accomplish now?
20.  Why was it necessary for our Lord to rise from the tomb on the Divine plane of life?  Additionally, when will the world receive their deliverance?

21.  Explain how the Gospel Church of this Age receive by faith this same blessing.  Additionally, explain how the fruit of the vine, the cup, relates to this primary blessing to come to all humanity due to our Lord’s sacrifice as the antitypical Passover lamb.

Paragraphs 22-26 - DEEPER SIGNIFICANCE OF THE LOAF AND THE CUP
22.  What has been God’s object in justifying the Church by faith during this Gospel Age?  Did our Lord himself teach this thought directly?
23.  How has the “spirit of truth” spoken on this subject and taught regarding this “deeper significance” of the Memorial?

24.  Explain why “both views of this impressive ordinance are very important”?

25.  Explain why it is “not our spiritual life that we lay down”.  Additionally, explain how the Loaf and the Cup represent the collective suffering of the Christ company.
26.  Explain how drinking the antitypical “fruit of the vine” is the only means to obtain life presently and what one must do with this life to ultimately be with our Lord in his resurrection to glory, honor and immortality. 
Paragraphs 27-33 THE CELEBRATION IN THE KINGDOM
27.  What was the main theme of our Lord’s discourses and what is the relevance to this study?

28.  In general, what had our Lord taught regarding when his disciples could expect a share in his kingdom?  How does his statement in Mark 14:25 relate?
29.  Will there be any suffering in our Lord’s kingdom?  Explain what our Lord could have meant therefore.

30.  Explain why our Lord gave thanks for the bread and the cup.  Additionally, how does the record that they sang a hymn on that occasion support this thought.

31.  Explain our Lord’s Gethsemane experience (his strong crying’s and tears, what concerned him and how his prayer was answered).
32.  Following Gethsemane what is the evidence that our Lord was fully assured and no longer had the same concern?

33.  Why is it important to remember the words and actions of his disciples also?

Paragraphs 34-36 - OUR OPPOSITION TO BE FROM RELIGIOUS WORLD
34.  What might we draw from the fact that it was Jehovah’s professed people who crucified our Lord?  Additionally, what should be our response if we should suffer similarly?
35.  Should this be expected?

36.  What should we keep before our minds in the meantime so that we can keep the Passover feast with Joy now?
